· Approval for expansion of CCL and Science and Tech wing

Board feels comfortable with the way the finances have come together for this significant initiative

· Approval for design and consultation costs for Parkade
Expansions will not be granted permits by city unless parking concerns are addressed (the city is concerned about spill-over parking in surrounding neighbourhoods).  There is no land, either from neighbours or on site, to pave for further surface parking. The widely-debated choice, recommended by those involved on the Parking and Transportation committee, is to go with a parkade.    Revenues for parking do not come from the government – they are generated by users.  Expect parking fees to, at minimum, double.  Future solutions – like lobbying the city to improve transit and exploring the purchase of shuttle buses—are under consideration.
