Presentations: Dr. Izak Paul, recipient of Mount Royal’s first Human Rights Award, spoke about the goals of the Holocaust Education Symposium that he began 25 years ago at the college. They are twofold: 1) to educate and 2) to impress upon attendees the importance of speaking out against social injustice. Approximately 2,400 students from public, separate and private schools attend the symposium per year.

Dr. Bruce Ravelli informed us with great efficiency about his extremely successful  Get FAST (Free Assessment Survey Tool) project.  Many faculty are familiar with this initiative as Bruce has offered workshops on its use and encouraged colleagues to apply for funding through the TooFAST faculty grants initiative. To date, there are over 7,000 users; the TooFAST updated survey is available in 5 languages; and the service is free.

· For AUCC accreditation, we have to wait until October
